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Cabernet Sauvignon, Annabella „09 Napa Valley, California              10 38 

The wine contains aromas of peppered black cherry and black currant. And the palate gives off flavors of black pepper and creamy vanilla plums. 

 

Rosso, Vajra Langhe ‟08 Piedmonte, Italy DOC              9 34 

The nose is floral with tones of red fruit, plum and spice.  Flavors are the same with hints of almond, black pepper and Asian spices.

Vino Nobile di Montalcino, Tenuta La Braccesca ‟07, Tuscany, Italy DOCG            35 

The wine opens with an aroma that expresses spicy notes and hints of ripe fruit.  

On the palate the wine is rich and persistent, with good mineral notes typical of the region. 

 

Cabernet Sauvignon, Tuck Beckstoffer “75 Wine Co.” ‟09, Napa Valley, California           38 

An explosive nose of black currant, vanilla, bacon fat and spice box. Terrific concentration, this wine is voluptuous, dense and powerful, 

 all the while maintaining great acidity, structure and finish. 

 

Nebbiolo d‟Alba, Damilano, ‟08 Piedmonte, Italy DOC              34 

Beautiful Nebbiolo from the Piedmonts’ great Barolo Vineyards.  Complex texture of velvety red fruit and violet undertones. 

 

Toscana Rosso, Argiano “Non Confunditur” ‟07, Tuscany, Italy IGT             37 

Fruit driven and “new world” style gives complex layers of meaty dark stone fruit, sweet ripe plum, fig and a spiced earthiness of a 

 well-established herb garden. 

 

Red Blend, Red by St, Francis, Sonoma, California               38 

A blend of Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Syrah and Zinfandel, Red is lush and full-bodied with ripe red fruit flavors and spicy aromas. 

 

Dolcetto d‟Alba, Cantina del Pino ‟07, Piedmonte, Italy DOC             34 

Ripe and bright jammy red fruit with the aromatic and intense nose of the hilltops of the Ocelly Barbaresco and its sublime vineyards. 

 

Brunello di Montalcino, Tenute Silvio Nardi ‟04 Tuscany, Italy DOCG            99 

Deep ruby in color with purple highlights, this wine shows an intense bouquet of red berries offset by notes of leather and incense   

which are confirmed on the palate and supported by firm, elegant tannins of moderate intensity. 

 

Chianti Classico, Antinori “Peppoli” ‟07  Tuscany, Italy DOCG             42 

Intense red fruit aromas, especially red currants and raspberries, are amplified by light hints of vanilla and coffee.  

This full-bodied wine is pleasantly lingering with soft, sweet tannins. 

 

Gattinara, Travaglini ‟05  Piedmonte, Italy DOCG              55 

On the nose, aromas of red fruit, blackberry, plum and licorice with hints of vanilla and leather, which lead to a taste which is full-bodied,  

with intense flavors of cherry, raspberry and spice culminating in a long and smooth finish. 

 

Cabernet Sauvignon, Freemark Abbey ‟06 Napa Valley, California             50 

Aromas of dark cherry, blackberry syrup, bruleed sugar and aromatic cedar. Powerful, yet elegantly balanced, the flavors of blueberry,  

black currant, mint, cedar, and full cherry-berry notes lead into a fleshy mid-palate, over a bed of resolved tannins. 

 

Pinot Noir, La Crema Sonoma Coast ‟09 Sonoma, California              43 

Opens with rich cherry notes, punctuated by sweet tobacco and orange peel tones. Fresh cherry flavors joined by orange peel and tea leaves. 

A lovely balanced acidity and sturdy tannins round out the mouth. 

 

Amarone della Valpolicella, Luigi Righetti ‟06 Veneto, Italy DOC             75 

Smokey, oaky and packed with dark dried berry fruit.  Layers of complex sweetness, herbaceousness and ancient spice balanced with  

well-rounded acidity and tannins. 

 

Pinot Noir, Erath Estate Selection ‟07 Willamette Valley, Oregon            56 

Vibrant aromas of spiced red plum and orange blossom highlight this outstanding vintage. Melt-in-your mouth chocolate,  

caramel and bright red fruit flavors, with a hint of dusky bay leaf with perfectly balanced acidity offering a spicy, lingering finish. 

 

Chianti Classico Riserva, Ruffino Ducale Oro ‟05 Tuscany, Italy DOCG            68 

Ruby red in color, with garnet hues. On the palate, this Chianti Classico has a massive structure and an elegant, fruity core accented by  

rosemary and thyme. Full-bodied and well balanced with sweet, round tannins lead into a long finish with notes of violets, nutmeg, plums,  

and sweet tobacco. 

 

Passo Rosso del Veneto, Accordini ‟06 Veneto, Italy IGT              51 

Grapes are hand harvested and air dried for forty days before pressing to deliver the structure of Amarone with blend offering gentle layers of  

dried red tree fruit and spice. 

 

Barolo, Damilano ‟04 Piedmonte, Italy DOCG               50 

Beautiful ripe berry and forest mushroom earthiness with old world spice box and smooth round tannins. 

 

Brunello di Montalcino, La Gerla '05, Tuscany, Italy DOCG             60 

Flamboyant aromas of plum, violets and grilled herbs followed by flavors of truffle and exotic spice with a long, persistent finish that is  

both polished and refined. 

 

Amarone della Valpolicella Classico, La Giaretta '07, Veneto, Italy DOCG            

Dark and dense with a ripe and spicy compote of kitsch, black fruit, and cocoa.  The tannins are firm but well-integrated making for a     60 

wine of great deliberation.   

 

Cabernet Sauvignon, Elizabeth Spencer '07,  Napa Valley, California            50  
Focused flavors of black plum cobbler and bing cherry are joined by aromas of cassis, baked earth, and black peppercorns in this wine   

of great structure and remarkable palate presence. 

 

Cabernet Sauvignon, Turnbull '07, Napa Valley, California              54 

Dark and rich with aromas of cassis, black cherry and currants. Balanced oak adds a sweetness and roundness to this aromatic and powerful wine.  

Extraordinarily complex with a huge finishing fruit that coats the  palate.  

 

Toscana Rosso, Capezzana Barco Reale, Tuscany, Italy IGT              35 

This Super Tuscan delivers soft, ample and elegant dark fruit with sweet tannins and good balance and acidity. 

 

Pinot Noir, Murphy Goode, California                30 

A traditionally styled pinot noir best paired with lighter pastas, meats and fishes.
