Prosecco, Lunetta, NV, Trentino/Alto Adige Italy         8  

Fragrant, with enticing aromas of apple and peach.  Refreshing, dry and harmonious, with crisp fruit flavors and a clean finish 

 

Champagne, Veuve Cliquot Ponsardin Brut, NV, Reims, France          80 

Hints of toast and biscuit accent lightly honeyed flavors of quince, apple blossom and peach in this fresh and balanced Champagne. 

 

Prosecco, Santa Margherita, NV, Valdobbiadene, Italy DOCG          38 

It is pleasantly dry with a well-balanced acidity, which makes the wine fresh and lively. 

 

Moscato D’Asti, Saracco ’10, Piedmont, Italy DOC        34 

Explosive fruit flavors of quince, orange blossom and white peach are exotic and enticing in the off-dry offering. 

 

Moscato D'Asti, L'Armanga '09, Piedmont, Italy DOCG         35 

Blessed with perfume scents of orange blossom, golden apples and pears.  Fresh and fragrant with the beautiful bouquet of classic moscato. 

 

White Wines by the Glass 

Pinot Grigio, Torresella ’09 Veneto, Italy DOC               8 30 

Flavors of crisp intense fruit of pear and green apple with a finish of clean aromatic mineralty. 

 

Sauvignon Blanc, Cooper’s Creek ’09 Marlborough, New Zealand            9 34 

Quintessential New Zealand style with citrus, gooseberry, and passion fruit.  Faint dry herbs in lively background. 

 

Orvieto Classico, Ruffino ’09 Umbria, Italy DOC              7 26 

Fresh and fragrant with delicate flowery notes.  Harmonious with good body and finish of citrus fruits. 

 

Chardonnay, Cambria Special Selection ’07 “Katherine’s Vineyard” Santa Maria Valley, California       10 38 

The nose is deeply aromatic with apples, peaches, lime blossoms and vanilla. The palate is intense and powerful,  

yet surprisingly elegant and nuanced.  Crisp close with light oak and mineral nuances. 

 

Pinot Grigio, Santa Margherita ’09 Trentino/Alto Adige, Italy DOC            14 52 

Classic and pristine character from one of Italy’s top Pinot Grigio producers.   

Structured and dry with crisp bone dry green apples and summer floral perfumes. 

 

Riesling, Dr. Loosen “Dr. L”  ’09 Mosel, Germany             8 30 

Flavors of apple, quince, and pear with a beautifully balanced, long finish that is clean and refreshing. 

 

Chardonnay, Cartlidge and Browne ’09 North Coast, California            7 26 

Assertive aromas and elegant tropical fruit flavors of guava and peach supported by the perfect touch of French and American oak. 

 

White Wines by The Bottle 

Sauvignon Blanc, Silverado ’09 “Miller Ranch”, Napa Valley, California            40 

Brilliant pale straw color with a green tinge. Intensely fresh aromatics – orange blossom, lime, honeydew melon, mineral and juniper. 

 Fresh flavors echo the aromas with juicy citrus and a lively acidity. 

 

Greco Basilicata, Alovini “Le Ralle” ’08 Basilicata, Italy IGT             36 

Aromatic and exotic with honeyed white peaches and dried herbs.  Great character from ancient Greek grape. 

 

Chardonnay, Cakebread ’09 Napa Valley, California               65 

Lovely, perfumed aromas of fresh melon, yellow apple, lime and white peach, with mineral and toasty-spicy oak scents.  

On the palate, the wine offers beautifully focused, peach, apple and citrus zest, with mineral and spice tones enlivening the long, refreshing finish. 

 

Falanghina, Terredora ’09 Campania, Italy DOC               35 

Rich and intense with flavors of apple, pear, pineapple and quince.  Clean in the mouth with crisp acidity. 

 

Sauvignon Blanc, Shannon Ridge '09, North Coast, California             38 

Fresh scents of summer lime, lemongrass and citrus.  Tropical in essence and spirit.  Clean and refreshing. 

 

Riesling, 14 Hands, Columbia Valley, Washington               35 

Aromas of stone fruit and apples with subtle notes of honey and flowers.  Sweet-tart on the palate with notes of tangerine and apricot.   

 

White Blend, Conundrum ’09, California                42 

Floral bouquet on the nose with a dominance of honeysuckle. Round entry with an herbal element from the  

Sauvignon Blanc while the Viognier adds a spicy character. The Chardonnay brings weight mid palate  

Red Wines by the Glass 

Montepulciano D’Abruzzo, Castellani Eliato ’09 Abruzzo, Italy DOC           7 26 

A pleasant nose with rich fruit.  A Robust, warm-hearted glassful of black fruit, with a touch of wood smoke. 

 

Chianti, Baroncini “Messere”, Tuscany, Italy DOCG              7 26 

Lush and full bodied with light tannins and a round finish.  Bright ruby-red with harmonious cherry notes and a well-balanced weight and acidity. 

 

Barbera D’Asti, M. Chiarlo Superiore “Le Orme” ’07 Piedmonte, Italy DOC          9 34 

On the nose it is rich in ripe fruit and possesses a marked elegance; on the palate it is pleasantly easy to drink, harmonious and tasty.   

Mid-weight offering with good definition and focus in its perfumed red berries. 

 

Toscana Rosso, Mazzoni “Super Tuscan” by Il Poggione ’07  Tuscany, Italy IGT          10 38 

The nose has fruity notes of red berries, plums, blackberry, balsamic notes and sweet spices.  It is warm, soft, intense and balanced,  

with elegant tannins, good acidity and a long finish.  Crafted by the producers of the highly regarded Il Poggione Brunello. 

 

Cabernet Sauvignon, Sean Minor ’08  Napa Valley, California            12 46 

Deep ruby color displaying aromas of ripe cherry,  and blackberry fruit. Flavors of berries  with hints of savory spices with balanced tannins. 

 

Toscana Rosso, Mocali I Piaggioni “Super Tuscan”, ’08 Tuscany, Italy IGT           9 34 

Dark fruit flavors of black cherry and raspberry spring forward from the glass with an attractive lush, round texture. 

 

Valpolicella, Recchia “le Muraie” di Ripasso Valpolicella Classico Superiore ’06 Verona, Italy DOC       10 38 

A blend of Corvina, Rondinella and Molinara.  This wine is medium-bodied and has a hint of raisins balanced with soft tannins. 

 

 

Pinot Noir, Belle Glos “Meiomi” ’09 Central Coast, California            10 38 

Aromas of cola, blackberries and a sweet cedar note. The many layers emerge independently, then refocus while the supple  

tannins carry the wine through to a lingering, succulent finish
